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Abstract: North China was a region for the Han Dynasty to guard with massive forces so as to resist foreign ethnic groups’ aggres—
sion. Based on a comprehensive analysis of the Han Period tombs discovered in this vast region the present paper divides the develop—
ment course of these graves into three stages. Furthermore with the literal records on the Han Dynasty’ economic management and
political pacification in the northern borderland taken into account the author makes a preliminary research on the relation of the
changes of these tombs’ distribution region to the Han Dynasty” s policy for the borderland.
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
