Abstract A major feature of globalization is seen as increasing frequency of cross-
border movement of population as well as rapid and sustained growth of international
immigration. From the perspective of international immigration, either the incoming
immigrants to China or the overseas migration of the Chinese will present new features and
new trends, therefore posing certain challenges to the Chinese government in handling
them. This paper analyzes the scales and characteristics of international immigration in the
context of globalization, discusses the trends and challenges of international immigration in
China, and puts forward some thoughts on international immigration governance practices
and China’ s international immigration governance on both global and national levels.
